
NORTH EASTERN AFGHAN HOUND SOCIETY 

JUDGING LIST CRITERIA 2010.

The Judging Lists shall consist of Five (5) parts namely A1, A2, A3, B and C and will be updated each year.

Championship A1 List 

For persons who have previously been approved by the Kennel Club to award CC’s in the breed and have completed their first appointment and have the support of the North Eastern Afghan Hound Society.

Championship A2 List.

For persons who fulfill all the requirements for the A3 List and who have been assessed in accordance with the Kennel Club requirements and accepted by the Kennel Club for inclusion on an A2 list and have the support of the North Eastern Afghan Hound Society.

Championship A3 List. (Breed Specialists)

For persons who fulfill the following criteria, and would have the support of the North Eastern Afghan Hound Society to judge the breed with Challenge Certificates.

1. To have a minimum of 7 years judging experience of Afghan Hounds.

2.  To have judged a minimum of 50 classes of Afghan Hounds at Open shows, which includes One 10 class Breed Club Show or better, but in all at least Ten (10) shows.

3.  To have judged a minimum of 150 Afghan Hounds 

4.  The applicant to have bred and/or owned a minimum of 3 Afghan Hounds when they obtained their 1st entry in the KC Stud Book

5.  To have attended 3 Afghan Breed Club Hands-on seminars and passed an approved Judging Examination in accordance with the Afghan Hound Breed Council criteria. In the case of applicants in the breed before the 1st January 1968, this may be waived at the discretion of the Breed Council, and have an Afghan Hound registered with the Kennel Club in his/her name prior to 1968 

6.  To have attended a seminar given by a KC Accredited Trainer and passed the relevant examination on KC Regulations and Judging Procedures

7.  To have attended a seminar given by a KC Accredited Trainer on Conformation and Movement.

8.  To have passed a Hands-on Assessment delivered by a Kennel Club Accredited Trainer.

9.  To have stewarded at a minimum of 12 days at shows, at the time of application.

Championship A3 List. (Non-Specialists)

For persons who fulfill the following criteria, and would have the support of the North Eastern Afghan Hound Society to judge the breed with Challenge Certificates.

1.  Minimum period of Seven (7) years judging experience in any one breed (to include 5 years in this breed)

2.  To have judged a minimum of 75 classes of Afghan Hounds at Open shows or Championship shows without CC’s which includes One Ten (10) class Breed Club Show or better, but in all at least Ten (10) shows.

3.  To have judged a minimum of 225 Afghan Hounds.

4.  To have awarded Challenge Certificates in at least One (1) other breed.

5.  The applicant to have bred and/or owned a minimum of 3 dogs when they obtained their 1st entry in the KC Stud Book.

6.  To have attended 3 Afghan Breed Club Hands-on seminars and passed an approved Judging Examination in accordance with the Afghan Hound Breed Council criteria 

 Open Show B List. (Breed Specialists)

For persons who the Society would support to judge the breed without Challenge Certificates, subject to the following qualifications.

1.  To have Six (6) years experience owning and exhibiting Afghan Hounds.

2.  To have judged a minimum of  Twenty five (25) classes of Afghan Hounds at Open shows, over a minimum period of not less than

Three (3) years. 

3.  To have attended 3 Afghan Breed Club Hands-on seminars and passed an approved Judging Examination in accordance with the Afghan Hound Breed Council criteria..

4.  To have attended a seminar given by a KC Accredited Trainer and passed the relevant examination on KC Regulations and Judging Procedures

5.  To have attended a seminar given by a KC Accredited Trainer on Conformation and Movement.

6.  To have passed a Hands-on Assessment delivered by a Kennel Club Accredited Trainer.

7.  To have stewarded at a minimum of Four (4) shows, of not less than 4 classes, at the time of application.

Open Show B List. (Non-Specialists)

For persons who the Society would support to judge the breed without Challenge Certificates, subject to the following qualifications.

1.   To have judged a minimum of Thirty (30) classes of Afghan Hounds at open shows.

2.   To have judged these over a minimum period of not less than Six (6) years.

3.   To have attended 3 Afghan Breed Club Hands-on seminars and passed an approved Judging Examination in accordance with the Afghan Hound Breed Council criteria.

4.   To have awarded Challenge Certificates in at least one (1) other breed.

Open Show C List.

For aspirant judges who the Society would support to judge the Breed at shows where Challenge Certificates are not awarded and a maximum of Three (3) classes scheduled, subject to the following qualifications.

1.   To have attended at least one Afghan Breed Club Hands-on seminar.

2.   Inclusion on this list to be at the discretion of the Judges Committee.
